“T he Sonatine was written by Darius Milhaud for Laurent Halleux (violin)
and Germaine Prevost (viola) of the Pro A rte Quartet. The virtuosity of each
instrument is equally represented, especially the last movement with its
playful spirit reminiscent of a Highland jig. This perhaps is the result of
Milhaud's equal familiarity with violin and viola, both of which he played,

not well, but joyfully.”

John Hayhurst joined the LA Philharmonic viola section in 1984. He
received critical acclaim for his solo performances in the Tippett Triple
Concerto (Andre Previn conducting the LA Philharmonic) and in the
West Coast Premiere of Bright Sheng's Three Chinese Love Songs on the
New Music Group series. Mr. Hayhurst studied at USC and the Cleve-
land Institute of Music. He now teaches at Cal State Long Beach.

Scott Higgins spent most of his career as one of the top solo triangle
virtuosos. After performing many concertosthat werewr itten just for him
(Boulez, Glass, etc.), heisspending more time these days commissioning
pieces for and performing on the Blamophone.

Bryan Pezzone is the consummate crossover pianig of his generation. He
excelsin classical, contemporary, jazz, and experimental genres and is
known for both his versatility and virtuosity as a performing artist, im-
proviser and composer. He has performed with many major symphonies,
toured widely with thejazz group Free Flight, and is known in the L A
area as one of the primary free-lance pianists for film and television
soundtrack recording, contemporary music premieres, and chamber music
accompanying. Heis often asked to give workshops on his comprehensive

approach to improvisation and is consulting editor for the well-known
publication Piano and Keyboard. Bryan received his Bachelor of Music
from the Eastman School of Music in 1984, where he was awarded the
Performers Certificate and won the concerto competition.

Paso, Texas. While sudying viola with Dr. Tom Hall at Chapman
College, she played with the Long Beach Symphony, the Laguna Pageant
of the Masters Orchestra, the Disneyland Orchestra, the Orange County
Philharmonic, and, presently freelances extensively throughout the area
on viola and violin.
